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Introduction:

The sitcom Seinfeld was one of the most watched sitcoms in the 90s. It is said to be a show about nothing. Admittedly the show has no plot and is centered on life’s mundane moments. The characters walk through this life going through each day aimlessly and without purpose. The success of this show made no real sense to producers and so called experts of the day. No plot, no real purpose get real who would watch this. Well after some research it was determined that the reason this show was successful was that it connected with so many people. So many people wander aimlessly through life with no real purpose and no reason for living. Sadly many Christians live exactly just like this because they have not answered God’s calling on their life. 

I want you today to consider God’s unique and specific calling on your life. Yes that is exactly what I said God’s specific and unique calling on your life. Everyone who has been touched by the saving grace of Jesus Christ you are called and that calling is with a purpose. 
Romans 8:28 And we know that all things work together for good to those who love God, to those who are the called according to His purpose.

To those who are called according to HIS PURSOSE
We are all specifically called with a specific purpose to accomplish the overall purpose of the church, which is to increase to the maximum, the glory of God and the growth of the kingdom.

You have a calling on your life and you have a specific purpose in the kingdom. Find it or perish. Find it or be in misery. 
If you do not pursue your calling you will spend your entire life wishing you were somebody else. This is because you have not discovered the “somebody” God wants you to be. You will be forever searching and disappointed at every turn. 

Psalm 139:13-14

13 For You formed my inward parts; You covered me in my mother’s womb.
14 I will praise You, for I am fearfully and wonderfully made; 

     Marvelous are Your works, And that my soul knows very well.
You were called by God to be ministers a “royal priesthood” is how Peter described it.
1 Peter 2:9-10 But you are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, His own special people, that you may proclaim the praises of Him who called you out of darkness into His marvelous light; 10 who once were not a people but are now the people of God, who had not obtained mercy but now have obtained mercy.
Sheree is a minister of the gospel of Jesus Christ disguised as a school teacher. Tim is a minister of the gospel of Jesus as a paving contractor. Gary is a minister of the gospel of Jesus Christ disguised as store manager. This should be a wonderful and powerful experience. You should be loving it and be at peace with it. If your life is miserable if you have no peace if you are not content the maybe you need to check your calling. Have you discovered the call Jesus has on your life? I believe that some of you here today are going to have to evaluate and redirect. Some may be immediate and drastic some may be gradual and directional. Some of you may have discovered the calling and understand the purpose but you fouled up the answer. You answer to the calling is flawed because of one of the following reasons. I urge each of you to do what is written in the scripture and diligently work and draw out exactly what God has called you to. And breaking through  any restraint and climbing over any obstacle seek the counsel of your heart, reach deep and fly into the place God would have you.
Proverbs 20:5
Counsel in the heart of man is like deep water, But a man of understanding will draw it out.
We must know and understand what Jesus says about answering the call of God on our life. There are pitfalls that we must avoid.
1.) You cannot answer God’s calling without having a Relationship.

2.) You cannot answer God’s calling without accepting the Purpose.

3.) You cannot answer God’s calling without a View of Eternity.

4.) You cannot answer God’s calling without a Surrender.


5.) You cannot answer God’s calling with a Focus on Circumstance.

6.) You cannot answer God’s calling with a Voice of Complaint.

7.) You cannot answer God’s calling with Lips of Negativity.

1.) You cannot answer God’s calling without having a Relationship.
John 3:5-6 Jesus answered, “Most assuredly, I say to you, unless one is born of water and the Spirit, he cannot enter the kingdom of God. 6 That which is born of the flesh is flesh, and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit.
2.) You cannot answer God’s calling without accepting the Purpose.

Your overall purpose must be to increase to the maximum, the glory of God and the growth of the kingdom.

Ephesians 2:10

10 For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand that we should walk in them.
3.) You cannot answer God’s calling without a View of Eternity.

Romans 9:1-3
I tell the truth in Christ, I am not lying, my conscience also bearing me witness in the Holy Spirit, 2 that I have great sorrow and continual grief in my heart. 3 For I could wish that I myself were accursed from Christ for my brethren, my countrymen according to the flesh,

4.) You cannot answer God’s calling without a Surrender.

Mark 8:34-35

34 When He had called the people to Himself, with His disciples also, He said to them, “Whoever desires to come after Me, let him deny himself, and take up his cross, and follow Me. 35 For whoever desires to save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for My sake and the gospel’s will save it.


5.) You cannot answer God’s calling with a Focus on Circumstance.

Acts 16:22-25 
Then the multitude rose up together against them; and the magistrates tore off their clothes and commanded them to be beaten with rods. 23 And when they had laid many stripes on them, they threw them into prison, commanding the jailer to keep them securely. 24 Having received such a charge, he put them into the inner prison and fastened their feet in the stocks. 25 But at midnight Paul and Silas were praying and singing hymns to God, and the prisoners were listening to them.
6.) You cannot answer God’s calling with a Voice of Complaint.

Philippians 2:14-15 
Do all things without complaining and disputing, 15 that you may become blameless and harmless, children of God without fault in the midst of a crooked and perverse generation, among whom you shine as lights in the world,

7.) You cannot answer God’s calling with Lips of Negativity.

Ephesians 4:29

29 Let no corrupt word proceed out of your mouth, but what is good for necessary edification, that it may impart grace to the hearers.

You not only must answer the calling placed on your life by Jesus Christ but you must do so with a the heart of Christ and a mind of Christ, 1 Corinthians 2:16 For “who has known the mind of the Lord that he may instruct Him?” But we have the mind of Christ, which means that you and I have what we need spiritually to answer the calling on our life like Jesus did. Surrender today, correct the pitfalls in the answer to your calling and seek to be a vessel that can be molded and shaped into the an instrument that will truly maximize the glory of God and maximize the growth of the kingdom. Jesus says when we do this we will truly be blessed. 
Mark 10:29-30

29 So Jesus answered and said, “Assuredly, I say to you, there is no one who has left house or brothers or sisters or father or mother or wife or children or lands, for My sake and the gospel’s, 30 who shall not receive a hundredfold now in this time—houses and brothers and sisters and mothers and children and lands, with persecutions—and in the age to come, eternal life.

If you are here today and Jesus Christ is not your Lord and Savior, you do not know Him as Lord, you are simply on pitfall number 1 and 2-7 really don’t mean anything. To answer God’s calling you must first become His child. You must first be adopted into His Kingdom.  I have a few questions for you:

1) Do you believe that you have sinned against the Kingdom of God?

2) Do you believe that the wages of sin is death?
3) Do you believe that this death involves an sentence of your soul your very existence perishing in hell, a lake of fire?
4) Do you believe that Jesus Christ is the only Son of the only God died on the cross as a penalty for your sins?
5) Are you willing to repent, which means to turn from your life of sin and live for Jesus Christ?

6) Are you willing to humble yourself and ask Jesus for forgiveness?

7) Will you surrender to Jesus as Lord of your life?

If you can answer yes to these things then you can and will be saved if you will just seek Jesus Christ right now. Step out and come to this altar and you ask one of us me to lead you to the saving grace of Jesus Christ. If you will do that today salvation will come to you and a relationship with Jesus will begin. 

Perhaps you are here, the Holy Spirit is here in your heart but your have torn up your answer to the calling, you have pitfalls that are obvious, your calling is lacking and you are in need of a recall. You need to set some parameters straight. You come and you seek the glory of God and you surrender today. Give Jesus all He is seeking. Surrender all to Him today.
