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In Acts 5:40-42 we read that the apostles were beaten and warned strictly about speaking in the name of Jesus. They had been thrown in prison beaten and yet they were not deterred nor were they feeling defeated, in fact they were rejoicing. They were in not good but great spirits. They refused to see what the world saw and they saw what Jesus saw. 
Acts 5:40-42 And they agreed with him, and when they had called for the apostles and beaten them, they commanded that they should not speak in the name of Jesus, and let them go. 41 So they departed from the presence of the council, rejoicing that they were counted worthy to suffer shame for His name. 42 And daily in the temple, and in every house, they did not cease teaching and preaching Jesus as the Christ.
What is your storm today? What is your attitude today? This week I want you to examine 5 questions as you walk through the storms of life?

1. Where is your focus?


2 Corinthians 4:17-18

3.  Who is your source of strength?

4.  Who are you calling upon for help?

15 Call upon Me in the day of trouble;  I will deliver you, and you shall glorify Me.”
5. How would Jesus describe your way?

Jeremiah 17:10
10 I, the Lord, search the heart,  I test the mind,  Even to give every man according to his ways,  According to the fruit of his doings.
