Israel God’s People: Get Over It and Get On Board
May 14, 1948, a nation that was dormant and dead for 2,000 years was raised to life.

When Israel was declared a nation and recognized by the United Nations, there were approximately 650, 000 Jewish people living in the land. Just enough people to inhabit a large metropolitan city in America.

They were surrounded by forty million Arabs. Forty million people who vowed and declared the moment they came into existence that they would drive them into the sea and destroy them.

I do not have the time to explain each miracle God did in battle after battle with the nation of Israel. In one battle 20,000 Arabs were captured by 400 Israelis. By the time the United Nations stepped in and called for an armistice, that little nation that was supposed to be driven into the sea and exterminated in just a few hours, was 150 miles into Egyptian territory and taking more ground every moment. By the end of the Israel’s War of Independence they had increased their territory buy over 50%.

In 1967, in that famous war now called The Sixth Day War, Israel was outnumbered eighty to one, in just six days they defeated Egypt, Syria, and Jordan and when the war was finished they had amassed three times the land mass of their original territory.

Today with a population of approximately 4 million people, is the third strongest military power in the world (who are we fooling they have God, they are number one), and the only middle eastern nation that produces its own tanks, planes and weapons.

In Israel it only rains in the winter. There is scarcity of water. Yet because of the most effective irrigation system in the world, the land blossoms like a rose. Israel today is only one of six nations that produces enough food to feed itself and others.
