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Message Truth: You were appointed to do God’s work.
Esther 4:10-17

10 Then Esther spoke to Hathach, and gave him a command for Mordecai: 11 “All the king’s servants and the people of the king’s provinces know that any man or woman who goes into the inner court to the king, who has not been called, he has but one law: put all to death, except the one to whom the king holds out the golden scepter, that he may live. Yet I myself have not been called to go in to the king these thirty days.” 12 So they told Mordecai Esther’s words. 13 And Mordecai told them to answer Esther: “Do not think in your heart that you will escape in the king’s palace any more than all the other Jews. 14 For if you remain completely silent at this time, relief and deliverance will arise for the Jews from another place, but you and your father’s house will perish. Yet who knows whether you have come to the kingdom for such a time as this?” 15 Then Esther told them to reply to Mordecai: 16 “Go, gather all the Jews who are present in Shushan, and fast for me; neither eat nor drink for three days, night or day. My maids and I will fast likewise. And so I will go to the king, which is against the law; and if I perish, I perish!” 17 So Mordecai went his way and did according to all that Esther commanded him.
Four lessons we must learn from Esther, if we are to do God’s work:
1)  Remember where you came from.
 13 And Mordecai told them to answer Esther: “Do not

A. Do not forget what Jesus saved you from.
B. Have a heart for those who you were once like.
2)  Resist self-preservation.
 A. You cannot serve God thinking about yourself. 

11 “All the king’s servants and the people of the king’s provinces know that any man or woman who goes into the inner court to the king, who has not been called, he has but one law: put all to death, except the one to whom the king holds out the golden scepter, that he may live. Yet I myself have not been called to go in to the king these thirty days.”
B. Your self-oriented actions today may destroy you 

  tomorrow.

3)  Risk everything.
16 “Go, gather all the Jews who are present in Shushan, and fast for me; neither eat nor drink for three days, night or day. My maids and I will fast likewise. And so I will go to the king, which is against the law; and if I perish, I perish!”
A. Do it God’s way.

B. Don’t expect everyone else to do all the work.
4)  Realize this is your appointed time.

14 For if you remain completely silent at this time, relief and deliverance will arise for the Jews from another place, but you and your father’s house will perish. Yet who knows whether you have come to the kingdom for such a time as this?”
A. Understand God wants to use you, He does not have to 

use you. 

B. You will not know, if you never step out and see.

How will you apply today’s message to your life? Are you a child of God appointed to do His work? Have you been hoping someone else would do it? Have you been avoiding talking with someone because it will be a very uncomfortable discussion? Are you walking in fear and thus doing nothing for the Kingdom? Are you at a place where it is a time to fast and pray? Maybe even rally those around you to do the same on your behalf so you can gain clarity? Have you ever thought about grabbing two or three soldiers for Christ, opening up your heart, and asking them to come to the church with you maybe even at lunch and to bow at this altar and cry out to God seeking Him with all your heart? Maybe you are here and the appointed time sounds something like this, today is that day of salvation! Today is the day you need to surrender your heart into the loving hand of Christ Jesus.
