I.	Pray before temptation approaches.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Matthew 6:13 And do not lead us into temptation,  But deliver us from the evil one…

James 1:13-15 Let no one say when he is tempted, “I am tempted by God”; for God cannot be tempted by evil, nor does He Himself tempt anyone. 14 But each one is tempted when he is drawn away by his own desires and enticed. 15 Then, when desire has conceived, it gives birth to sin; and sin, when it is full-grown, brings forth death.



II. 	 Pray immediately as temptation approaches.

1 Corinthians 10:13 No temptation has overtaken you except such as is common to man; but God is faithful, who will not allow you to be tempted beyond what you are able, but with the temptation will also make the way of escape, that you may be able to bear it.

Genesis 4:7 If you do well, will you not be accepted? And if you do not do well, sin lies at the door. And its desire is for you, but you should rule over it.”







III. 	Pray in times of victory.

John 11:41 … And Jesus lifted up His eyes and said, “Father, I thank You that You have heard Me.

Hebrews 13:15 Therefore by Him let us continually offer the sacrifice of praise to God, that is, the fruit of our lips, giving thanks to His name.

IV.	Pray in times of defeat.

2 Corinthians 7:10 For godly sorrow produces repentance leading to salvation, not to be regretted; but the sorrow of the world produces death.

2 Chronicles 7:14 if My people who are called by My name will humble themselves, and pray and seek My face, and turn from their wicked ways, then I will hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin and heal their land.


When do you pray about the sin in your life? Is it continual? Are you fighting temptation from every angle? What is your conversation about your sin like? Does it include a great deal of I can’t help it? Are you continually making excuses? Do you deal with your sin as it approaches? Do you seek the avenue of escape? Do you praise Jesus in victory? Do you immediately repent in defeat? Today is the day to get this right. No retreat, but TOTAL SURRENDER!!
