Character Lessons from Uriah

2 Samuel 11:8-17
1. Uriah was DEVOTED. (vv8-9)

8 And David said to Uriah, “Go down to your house and wash your feet.” So Uriah departed from the king’s house, and a gift of food from the king followed him. 9 But Uriah slept at the door of the king’s house with all the servants of his lord, and did not go down to his house. 
-How devoted are you to the task God has for you?
2. Uriah was LOYAL. (v11) 
10 So when they told David, saying, “Uriah did not go down to his house,” David said to Uriah, “Did you not come from a journey? Why did you not go down to your house?” 11 And Uriah said to David, “The ark and Israel and Judah are dwelling in tents, and my lord Joab and the servants of my lord are encamped in the open fields. Shall I then go to my house to eat and drink, and to lie with my wife? As you live, and as your soul lives, I will not do this thing.” 
-Are you always looking for a way out of your circumstance instead of looking for a way through your circumstance?
3. Uriah was a TRUE SOLDIER. (v12) 

12 Then David said to Uriah, “Wait here today also, and tomorrow I will let you depart.” So Uriah remained in Jerusalem that day and the next.  (I will let you depart)

-Do those around you understand you are a true   

 soldier in Jesus Christ’s Army? 
4. Uriah was COMMITTED. (v13) 
13 Now when David called him, he ate and drank before him; and he made him drunk. And at evening he went out to lie on his bed with the servants of his lord, but he did not go down to his house.

-Are you committed at all times?
5. Uriah was TRUSTWORTHY. (v14-15) 
14 In the morning it happened that David wrote a letter to Joab and sent it by the hand of Uriah. 15 And he wrote in the letter, saying, “Set Uriah in the forefront of the hottest battle, and retreat from him, that he may be struck down and die.” 
-Can you be trusted by your bothers and sisters in  

 Christ?
6. Uriah was a FIGHTER. (vv16-17) 

16 So it was, while Joab besieged the city, that he assigned Uriah to a place where he knew there were valiant men. 17 Then the men of the city came out and fought with Joab. And some of the people of the servants of David fell; and Uriah the Hittite died also. 
-Have you decided to fight this fight until death?
7. Uriah was ALL IN. (vv8-17)
A. Are you all in? 

B. Have you decided to give everything to Jesus Christ? 

C. First and foremost is Jesus Christ your Lord?

D. What are you holding back?

E. What are you afraid of?

F. Will you leave here today the same way you came here?
